GUIDELINES CONCERNING WEDDING MUSIC

The Sacrament of Christian Marriage is the mostgomad celebration of faithful love that the Church

possesses. It is not only a celebration of the loiva man and a woman. It is also a celebration o
God’s fidelity and intimate union with the man am@®man and with the entire Church. The

Sacrament of Marriage is not a private act, a samming together of two people. Rather it is a
public act of both the individuals and the Church.

Music then, for this most profound celebrationpighe utmost importance and the choice of music
should not be made casually. This music that é&lust only celebrates the love of the couple for
each other, but also the love of God and theirmumith Him in the church. Archdiocesan and parish
guidelines specifically prohibit the use of secutarsic (i.e. Broadway show tunes and popular music)
in church. This type of music is best reservedyfmur wedding reception. Liturgy is a prayer fir a
present and not a theatrical production.

The recommended amount of musicians is two: tlgarost and the cantor. The cantor has a crucial
role in leading and sustaining the people in thgisg of the proper hymns, psalms and acclamations.
The musical demands of a Catholic wedding are quiteplex, requiring considerable expertise to be
done well. It is for this reason that outside ®tfoare not permitted to sing for the entire waddi
liturgy. If you have a well intentioned friend family member who wants to sing, he/she may sing
one piece as part of the prelude and one piecagithie liturgy. The parish only allows properly
trained cantors to take an active role in leadiregrhusic at the liturgy.

The celebration of marriage offers a wonderful oppaty for the wider use of instruments. It is
common practice for couples to request trumpetwdjng, harps and other instruments in order to
enhance this most important celebration. For naamek contact information for instrumentalists,
consult theRecommended Musician list. Once you have chosen your instrumentalisi{f®ase call
the Director of Liturgy/Music. The Director of Litgy/Music will coordinate your music with all the
musicians to be involved in your wedding liturgy.

It is advisable that you contact the parish’s Diveof Liturgy/Music as soon as you have scheduled
your wedding. The parish conducts a Wedding Mugarkshop twice a year, usually in September
and March. This is the perfect opportunity for youcome to the church to hear the organ, cantors
and instrumentalists. If you are unable to make ithe Wedding Music Workshop, the Director of
Liturgy/Music will meet with you one to two monthmfore your wedding to help you plan your
music. Please do not meet with another musiciawestding consultant to plan your music! All
planning must be done through the parish Direcfdritnrgy/Music. To help aid you in planning
your wedding music you will find a check-off sheet
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at the back of this packet. Bring this check-t#at as well as thEogether For Life book with
you when you attend the Wedding Music Workshop eetmvith the Director of Liturgy/Music.

Please note that stipends for
Cantors are not set through the parish and carefaom $100-$200. Stipends for
instrumentalists are not set through the parishtlagid fees can range from anywhere between
$125-$250.

The recommendewti nimum number of musicians for your wedding (either Maisseremony) is
two: the organist and the cantor.

The cantor may also act as a
soloist by singing solo music at appropriate timékin the liturgy. The musical demands of a
Catholic wedding are quite complex, requiring cdegible expertise to be done well. If a family
member or family friend has been asked to singattedding, he/she may only sing one or two
pieces during the wedding liturgy.
