From the Pastorôs Desk February 18, 2018 
 

Holy Communion 
 

In a few weeks children of the parish will receive their First Holy Com-

munion. This is a beautiful and awe inspiring time for all of us, and is a 

reminder to renew our own reverence in church. The sacred reality of wor-

ship and our relationship with God requires a distinct reverence and re-

spect that is especially appropriate in church. Church is not merely a so-

cial enterprise but a sanctuary, sacred space set aside to worship God. In 

this quiet place of prayer where we encounter the mystery of Godôs love, 

we hope also to discover the presence of God within us.  
 

The following are meant to be helpful reminders of how we want to be-

have when in church.  
 

¶ Please turn off or silence cell phone and pagers; please refrain from 

reading the bulletin, e-mails, or text messages during Mass; no elec-

tronic devices during church. 

¶ Please keep a respectful quiet in the presence of Jesus in the Eucharist 

before and after Mass  

¶ Please remember appropriate clothing ð especially during the sum-

mer. Dress should be honorable, modest, and respectful. Please re-

frain from shorts, low cut tops, short skirts.   

¶ Please do not bring food or drink into church unless you have medical 

reasons. Except in case  

¶ of true need, bottles of water are not needed...we probably wonôt de-

hydrate in an hour. Please remember chewing gum is not acceptable 

at any time in church, and especially during Mass. Reason? 1.) Re-

spect, 2.) The one-hour fast prior to Communion.  

¶ Please arrive on time (if arriving late enter quietly so as not to be a 

distraction to others), use the restroom before the liturgy to avoid 

coming and going during Mass, do not leave before the Liturgy is 

concluded and never cut through the Holy Communion line to exit 

early. 

¶ Please when receiving Holy Communion say AMEN and receive and 

consume the Sacred Host before walking away. Reverently receive 

the Host in the presence of the priest or extraordinary minister and be 

willing to assist others who may seem confused about this.  

¶ Please participate in the Mass; Body, Mind and Spirit, singing, speak-

ing, praying, attending within the heart and in the body. 
 

The question may be asked, ñWhy?ò Or it might be said; you should be 

grateful anyone is coming at all. The answer is, reverence, respect and 

participation, with respect to Godôs Commandment to keep holy the Sab-

bath Day. Our obligation is not mere bodily presence in the church, but 

participation in mind, heart and body in the Liturgy, in which the saving 

mysteries of the Passion, Death, and Resurrection of Jesus Christ are cele-

brated. It is a sacred gift in which Jesus Christ comes to us in the Eucha-

rist. It is no mere symbol we receive in Holy Communion, it is the very 

person of God in Jesus Christ; Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity. It is a 

living mystery of Christôs birth, death, and resurrection. Such love of God 

deserves our highest honor, our deepest reverence, and fervent love.  
 

When we worship at Mass we share through the Holy Spirit in the saving 

sacrifice of Jesus Christ, raised up in His perfect prayer to God the Father 

ðnothing less than the communion of heaven and earth. God the Father 

listens to our prayers with loving and unfailing attention; we should be 

together as a community, in His Presence in exactly the same way. Please 

donôt take offense, one of our goals together must be the restoration and 

maintenance of reverence and participation in the Liturgyðour whole and 

undivided hearts we must give to God. I would be remiss not to remind us 

all of our duty and our privilege and the example we set for the children.

LENTEN REGULATIONS 
 

Abstinence -- Catholics over 14 years of age are bound to 
the obligation of abstinence.     Abstinence is to be ob-
served on Ash Wednesday and on all Fridays of Lent. On 
days of abstinence, meat may not be used at all. 

 
Fast -- Catholics over 18 and up to the beginning of their 
60th year are bound to the obligation of fasting. Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday are the days of fasting. On 
these days, only one full meal is allowed. Two other meat-
less meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken 
according to each oneôs needs, but together they should 
not equal another full meal. Eating between meals is not 
permitted, but liquids, including milk and fruit juices are 
allowed.

Rite of Sending and Election 
 

CONGRATULATIONS to our catechumen Caitlyn Brown, and 
our candidates Heather Garbitt, Victoria Cataldo, and Kimberly 
Smith who, today, are participating in the Rite of Sending here at 
St. Catherine and then later in the afternoon,  the Rite of Election 
at Immaculate Conception in Malden.  
 

The first Sunday of Lent, is a very special day for all those pre-
paring to become Catholic nation-wide. Their period of formal 
instruction, called the Catechumenate, has ended, and the first 
Sunday of Lent marks entrance into a new period of preparation 
called The Period of Purification and Enlightenment. In this peri-
od, the catechumens (unbaptized) and candidates (baptized) are 
immersed in a time of spiritual reflection and intensely centered 
conversion. It begins with the Rite of Sending of the Catechu-
mens for Election where the catechumen is presented to the cele-
brant, asking that they be recognized for their progress and be 
sent with the parishôs blessings and prayers to the bishop for 
election.  
 

At the Rite of Election, the catechumens are called specifically 
by name and presented to the Bishop or Cardinal who is the pre-
siding celebrant. He reviews the names in the Book of the Elect, 
and after asking them if they are ready, he accepts their petition 
to become part of the Church.  The candidates do not sign the 
Book of the Elect because they are already baptized. Both the 
godparents and the sponsors are present to give public testimony 
to the bishop and the candidates respond that they are ready. 
 

 As of this day, the catechumens are no longer called 
ócatechumensô, but rather the óelectô  meaning they are chosen 
and claimed by Christ.  The ócandidatesô are already baptized 
and so are already óelectô and called to continuing conversion 
and full initiation.  
 

In these rites, the participants encounter Christ and continue to 
be transformed by his grace. As we journey with them this Lent, 
let us, also, examine our lives through increased prayer and peni-
tential practice and express gratitude to God for all He has done 
for us.
